Captain John Hefti, USN, was a real-life superhero to all who knew him. A two-sport varsity athlete
recruited as a quarterback to the U.S. Naval Academy, John excelled at everything he did and made
it look easy.

He was especially passionate about using the power of
sports to build character, serving as a little league coach for six years and sitting on the board of
Great Neck Baseball League where he made a profound impact on players, coaches, and families.

John’s family and friends are following his lead in building up future leaders by promoting the
character qualities that made him such a role model and force for good in the world. We want to
support student athletes on their journey to becoming difference-making servant leaders by offering
three $8,000 scholarships across our eligible schools.
